How to apply

MHFA (Wales) Instructors’ recruitment

Mind Cymru aims to recruit and train 75 people to become Instructors by end March 2009.

If you are interested in becoming a MHFA (Wales) Instructor, please read the Instructors Information Pack. To apply, you need to complete an application form and questionnaire. It is essential that you answer all parts of these forms. Do try to keep your answers focussed and specific. We are looking for evidence from you that you are suitable to be trained as a MHFA (Wales) Instructor. Please do not send in a CV as this will not be considered as part of your application.

Completing your application

People who are applying to be trained a MHFA (Wales) Instructor as part of their professional remit and are getting financial support from their organisation need to include with their application a letter of support from their line manager.

The letter should include confirmation that the person is supported to be involved as a MHFA (Wales) Instructor and that the line manager understands and approves the money and time commitment that will be needed to do this. Where an organisation is paying for someone to be trained as a MHFA (Wales) Instructor, then Mind Cymru would expect that ownership of the MHFA (Wales) Instructors Toolkit will remain with the organisation rather than the individual.

If you are applying as an independent/self-employed trainer, will you please include the names and addresses of two referees who we can contact should your application be successful. The referees should be able to comment on your ability/experience/skill to be a MHFA (Wales) Instructor.

If you are successful in being selected you will receive a letter allocating you a place on a specific course. In some cases, we may phone you to discuss your application in more detail. If you are unsuccessful, you will receive a letter informing you of this.
